Please meet Victoria Rensink, MLS (ASCP)™, CTMB from Belgrade, MT.

For the past eleven years, Victoria has
been the Laboratory Manager at Xtant
Medical, a tissue bank that designs and
develops orthobiological tissue for
transplant from cadaveric tissue. In this
position, Victoria oversees the evaluation
of infectious disease testing and
performs pathogenic microbiology on all
donor tissue and specimens before being
processed. Although her current role
includes managerial responsibilities, she
still spends approximately 70% of her
time doing bench work.

Victoria has been a member of ASCLS
for over 13 years. Her involvement in
ASCLS began when she attended the
2007 national meeting in San Diego as a
student.
